Room 7 have been demonstrating their Maths language and learning through activities which require 
deep thinking and critical and creative thinking. They each created a Rainbow Fact design using 3D 
pattern block shapes and drew out as much Maths learning as they could from it.  Here are some  

Some Maths language Bokyung discovered from her design: 
It tessellates, has one vertical line of symmetry, hexagonal prism, diamond prism, 

2/10 yellow (20% yellow and 0.2 yellow), 8/10 blue (80% blue and 0.8 blue), 
II+VIII=X (2 + 8 = 10), obtuse (blunt-greater than 90 degrees and less than 180 

degrees) angles and acute (sharp-less than 90 degrees) angles, oblique (diagonal) 
and vertical lines, polygons
