In our reception cohort we have started focusing
on shape. We have started learning firstly about
1 Dimensional shapes and how the ends don't
stick together. We used some wool and play
dough to make lots of different 1D shapes and
then recorded @
them into our
books.  Then
moving on to 2
Dimensional
shapes where
the ends do
stick together.

Our focus in
our mental routine in Maths has been the
strategy subsisting,
where you can look at the
amount and just know
how many there are. We
started exploring this
using a dice where we
rolled the dice and could
say the number
immediately. We are
learning that subitising is
a quick way of counting
and will help up to solve
maths problematised situations more quickly.

We also continue to learn our Jolly phonics
sounds, learning up to 4 a week, and then now
starting to blend the
sounds together to
make lots of different
words. We have
started guided
reading sessions that
teach the skills of
reading, pointing to
the words, finding
sight words we know
and answering
comprehension
questions after so
develop
understanding of the book.

Room 3 and Room 4 have been learning class
routines and class expectations. Students have
learnt the five Play is the Way Key Concepts
starting with the Golden Rule “treat others as
you would like them to treat you”. These
concepts encompass many of our school values
and Growth Mindset thinking.
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Swimming week was exciting and all students
loved challenging themselves to improve their
swimming abilities, confidence and safety
around water.

In mathematics students are learning and
reviewing counting strategies such as subitise,
count on, double and turnarounds. They have
been working to solve problems using these
strategies. An example of a problem is: 20
students had swimming lessons. They were put
into 3 groups; Sharks, Seals and Dolphins. How
many students were in Sharks? How many
students were in Seals? How many students
were in Dolphins? Students have written and
drawn  solutions and  explained their
mathematical thinking.

We have all had a great time getting to know
each other and establishing our routines. We
are looking forward to a great year
