Looking at maps, we found out that  
Adelaide streets are named after  
significant people in history, many of 
whom were the founders of South Australia. 
 
Did you know? 
 

¶ Matthew Flinders led the first circumnavigation of 

Australia aboard HMS Investigator and discovered 

Kangaroo Island. 

¶ In 1836, after an eight-month voyage around the 

world, most of the ships took supplies and settlers to 

Kangaroo Island.  

¶ Port Lincoln, Encounter Bay and Kangaroo Island were 

all considered as locations for Adelaide 

¶ Later Settlers moved from Kangaroo Island to Holdfast 

Bay (in Glenelg) with Governor Hindmarsh arriving to 

proclaim the province of South Australia.  

¶ In 1837 William Light complete the surveying and 

design of Adelaide. It was chosen because the land 

was flat and there was a good water source (River 

Torrens).

Australia and its has been fun to recreate timelines to 
showcase what we know.
